STORMWATERUNOFF

When it rains in Newark, water can either soak into
the ground, evaporate, or run off into waterways
such as the White Clay Creek or Christina River.
Impervious surfaces such as parking lots and roof-
tops prevent water from soaking into the ground
and increase the amount of stormwaterThis in-
creased runoff carries pollutants such as fertilizers,
pesticides, sediments, and motor oil directly to our
streams and rivers and can also cause flooding and
erosion. This can be extremely damaging to our
watersheds and communitiesn Newark, storm-
water is drinking water! The graphics show that in
a natural watershed, only 10% of rain runs off to
streams. When the watershed is 75% developed,
over 55% of the rain runs off to streams.
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STORMWATERITILITY

The City of Newark owns and maintains a complex
stormwater system in the Christina River and White

Clay Creek watersheds including 60 miles of sewers,

200 miles of curbs and gutter, 3000 catch basins, 36
stormwater management areas, and 500 floodplain
acres along 10 stream miles.

Benefits

To fund stormwater, water quality, watershed, and
floodplain programs, the City of Newark proposes tc
adopt a stormwater utility fee. Over 600 towns in
the United States already have stormwater utilities
including the college towns of Burlington, VT;
Chapel Hill, NC; Palo Alto, CA, and Ft. Collins, CO.

The benefits of a stormwater utility include:

e Accrued to tax paying and tax exempt properties

e Equitable assessment of feeselated to imper-
vious surface on property
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Improves overall equity of municipal financing
mix

e Treating stormwater as a utility like drinking
water

The City of Newark is considering an ordinance that
would adopt the stormwater utility effective early
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bill. Single family residential dwellings constitute
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charged one of 4 tiered fees based on zoning dis-
trict. Nort single family residential properties
would be assessed at a rate of a half penny per
square foot of impervious cover.
