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Welcome to the City of Newark’s Curbside Recyling 
Program! This is a single-stream collection program 
where all materials are collected together with no 
sorting required by the individual recycler.  This means 
cans and bottles can be recycled together with 
newspaper, cardboard, etc.

You received either a 35, 65, or 95 gallon cart.  This 
recycling program will impact the amount of trash you 
put out on a weekly basis.  For that reason, included 
with this message is a recycling sticker you can place 
on your newly ordered cart or on your existing cart that 
you presently use for trash collection.  For instance, if 
you currently have a 95 gallon cart which will now be 
too large for your trash collection but you could utilize 
it for your recycling; you may choose to place the sticker 
on your old 95 gallon cart for recycling.  *See reverse 

side for placement instructions.

***Please note that all residents currently subscribed to 
the DSWA program will continue to use the carts issued 
by the DSWA.  Those residents currently in the Delaware 
Solid Waste Authority program are being supplied two 
City of Newark emblem stickers to be placed on each 
side of their cart over the existing DSWA  recycling 
emblem.

The City will collect regular trash on your current 
Monday or Tuesday collection day and will collect 
recyclables “only” on your current Thursday or Friday 
collection day.  In other words, one regular trash 
collection day will be replaced with the recyclable 
collection day.  Those residents that have chosen 
not to participate in this recycling program will only 
have their trash picked up on their current Monday or 
Tuesday collection day. You may not place trash out for 
collection any other day.

Please place all recyclables loosely or in clear 

plastic bags inside your cart.  Do not place additional 
recyclables in plastic bags outside the cart.  The only 
exception is large cardboard boxes that cannot be 
broken down enough to place inside the carts.  There 
is no need to place recyclables in bags prior to 
adding them to your cart.  

All of the collected recyclables will be delivered to 
the Delaware Solid Waste Authority (DSWA) Delaware 
Recycling Center.  Therefore, our program will accept 
all of the recyclables accepted by the DSWA. Oil, oil 

fi lter and battery collection is NOT included in this 

program.  These items may be taken to a DSWA drop 

off  center. Visit www.dswa.com for more information.

Below is a list of common items, or types of items, that 
can be recycled in the single-stream recycling process:

Newspapers, phone books, offi  ce papers, fl iers, catalogs, 
magazines, wrapping paper, brown paper bags, soft 
cover books, junk mail, envelopes (all types).
Cardboard and paper board (i.e. cereal/cracker/cookie/
tissue boxes).
Narrow-neck plastic bottles such as (milk jugs, bleach/
detergent, soda bottles, shampoo bottles), and plastic 
bags.  Narrow neck plastic bottles are accepted 
regardless of the recycling number found on the bottle 
and usually contain liquid contents.  A narrow neck 
plastic bottle is one that has a neck smaller than the 
body of the bottle.  Wide mouth plastic containers such 
as butter or yogurt containers are not acceptable plastics.
Metal cans (tins/steel/aluminum including empty 
aerosol cans, food and beverage cans, and pet food 
cans).
Glass bottles/jars (any color).

***STYROFOAM CANNOT BE RECYCLED  
THROUGH THIS PROGRAM***

Your recycling will not be collected if it 
contains styrofoam!



Recycling Logo Sticker Placement

1) Choose the cart you wish to use for your recyclables.
2) Peel back the top half of the sticker backing while leaving the bottom half in place. Place revealed sticky  
   surface on the truck-approach side of the cart over the City of Newark logo - as shown in picture. Use two
   hands as the sticker adhesive is very sticky and will adhere immediately to the cart. 
3) Once top of sticker is aligned correctly peel the bottom half of the sticker off while smoothing the sticker
   on to the cart with the other hand.
4) Place cart at curb, as shown in picture, on your normal Thursday or Friday collection day - except for
   holidays.
